We need to continue succession planning for the editorship of the Journal of Sport History.   Wray Vamplew will be stepping away from the Editor’s position in the summer of 2012.  Alison Wrynn is the Associate Editor until the summer of 2012 when the NASSH Council will appoint a new Editor for the JSH.   Before the transition occurs, we need to identify a willing and qualified candidate to step into the role of Associate Editor. 
Below is a brief description of the current Associate Editor’s roles and responsibilities.  However, these are not rigidly defined for the successor.  We expect the Editor and Associate Editor to collaborate and identify priories for JSH over the duration of their three-year relationship.

Roles and Responsibilities of the Associate Editor
In year one the Associate Editor takes responsibility for recruiting contributors for two or three forums either using NASSH Conference sessions or developing ideas of their own. This continues into year two, when overseeing the various review sections and liaising with the section editors may be added to the portfolio. Finally, in year three, overseeing the abstract surveys may become the purview of the Associate Editor. That year would also see an advertisement for a new Associate Editor. Although the Editor would retain overall responsibility for the academic aspects of the journal and its contents, devolving the above tasks to the associate editor should provide a solid training for them eventually taking on the editorship. 

Additionally, the Associate Editor will …
· Act as a reviewer when needed by the editor
· Manage special projects as needed
· Update the JSH website
· Accept advertising inquiries and submit the copy to the copy editor of JSH
· Edit The Test of Time articles in conjunction with Jaime Schultz.
